The Agenda is accepted. and the Minutes of the last Meeting, in Beijing, approved.

Membership of the Committee

Of those invited, only E. Loubou has accepted membership of the committee. But he did not come to Rio and has offered no explanation for absence. The archivist of Dubai has failed to reply. The President has undertaken to make contact with other towns (Sydney, Vancouver...)..

Publication of the proceedings at Rio

A selection of the communications may be published in Comma. Others may be consulted on the internet site of Forumdam, or on that of ICA/SMA.

Questionnaire

Notwithstanding a fresh appeal, only fifty-seven archival services have returned the questionnaire intended to provide data for a new Directory. Some members of the committee have not responded. Nuria Durany, secretary to Ramon, is currently compiling a list of all those members who have an e-mail address, in an effort to renew the appeal.

Programme of recruitment

During the last year we have recruited five Spanish archival services, four from Brazil and one from Austria. The President reminds that each member of the Steering Committee has responsibility for recruitment from a particular sector. A. Kiselev accepts to investigate Russia and the countries of the former USSR. S. Bogadottir will represent our section at the Association of Icelandic Archivists next August.

Who may be a member of SMA?

We are sometimes approached by territorial archival services (eg, States of the USA, regional archives). In our opinion, only groupings of communes, or other bodies so resulting, may be members of SMA. This question will be put by the President during the next CITRA. It may be necessary to create an additional Section.

General Index of stolen archives

The Section is asking the CIA to take a serious role in this initiative.

The Section’s Internet Site

Jan Boomgaard has a new secretary who in going to be able to concern herself with the creation of our Site, and to bring up to date the proposed bulletin.

South America

Sao Paulo has a major project for the digitization of its Library. It will subsequently be necessary to digitize its Archives. A similar project is planned for Parana.

Basic Bibliography

An archivist from Salt, in Spain, is working on the bibliography and will present the results of his/her project at Valladolid.
