Opening address by the Chairman of ICA/SMA

The Chairman welcomed all delegates to the meeting of the plenary assembly. 1-te mentioned that apologies had been received from Arne Skivenes (Bergen) and Diane Charland (Montreal). The Chinese colleague was unable to come because he had to participate in the Beying congress. Further the Chairman had the sad duty to inform the meeting of the early and untimely death of Fritz Lendenmann, architect of the Section.

2. Adoption of the Agenda

The agenda had been circulated and was adopted by the assembly as proposed.

3. Approval of the minutes of the Tel-Aviv meeting, 9 June 1998

The Tel-Aviv minutes of 9 June had been circulated. The Chairman proposed the adoption of the minutes and the plenary assembly agreed.

4. Activities of ICA/SMA during the period 1996-2000
There was made by the chairman and secretary a quadrennial report to the XIVth meeting of the General Assembly which will meet in September 2000. Some items of the report were: membership, meetings, programmes, publications and projects.

At the moment three-quarters of the members came from the European Union. But there will be plenty of scope for extension from other countries. A success was that Italy for the first time permitted the membership of our Section, thanks to Paola Pavan, cityarchivist of Rome. There was a great increase of co-operation projects, for instance Moscow with London and Moscow with Paris. The DACE project (Description System of the historical Archives of the Capitals of Europe) continued successfully. Later the project will be open to other cities

5. Constitution of the Section

The chairman handed Out the new version of the Constitution of the Section. The alterations were typed in bold letters. They were adopted as made in the French and English version.

6. International Directory of Municipal Archives

There was a delay in the production as the Steering Committee liked to give more information such as e-mail address, website, population of the city and computer applications

7. Quadrennial activity programme, 2000-2004

General topics were the description of functions of archives and legal statutes of archives. One item in the United Kingdom was function evaluation. There didn’t come new topics from the floor and it was up to the new Steering Committee to propose them.

8, Election of Steering Committee, 2000-2004

The chairman proposed the new Steering Committee. The chairman, James Sewell, and the secretary, Wilhelmina Pieterse, resigned and in their places were presented Ramon Alberch i Fugueras, chairman, and Catherine Laurent, secretary. The other members were Alexy Kiselev, Xu Junde, Daise Apparecida Oliveira and Ferdinand OplI. New members were Svenhildur Bogadottir (Reykjavik), Paola Pavan (Rome), Ernst Otto Br (Karisruhe) and Jan Boomgaard (Amsterdam). No other nominations were received. The President and the

Secretary had to be nominated by the ICA. There was now place for other members. Perhaps was it bener to look for an American. The chairman thanked the other members Arne Skivenes. Diane Charland. Antjekatrin Grassmann and the secretary Willy Pieterse.

9. Designation of venues for the next ICA/SMA meetings

There was an invitation from Beying for the next Steering Committee in 2001. The General Assembly and Steering Committee in 2002 will take place in Spain. The city of Rome had invited the Steering Committee in 2003 and the XVth lnternatiional Congress on Archives will be held in Vienna with meetings of the Steering Committee and General Assembly of our Section.

10. Closure

The secretary thanked the chairman for the work he had done for the Section 50 many years in a very amiable wav. Owing to his efforts the work of the secretary was \‘ery light.
